Discussions took place on the industry needs and justifications for making systems self-testable and self-diagnosable. Those discussed included:
· The need for an end-user to be able to service (diagnose and repair) an expensive yet no longer factory supported system. 

· The value for a high volume yet moderately expensive system manufacturer (e.g. PCs, smart phones, HDTVs) in being able to diagnose and replace failing system components rather than dispose of the entire system.

· The time-to-market and cost values associated with a system being able to self-diagnose rather than requiring external diagnostic equipment and/or extensive manual diagnostic effort.

· The environmental benefits of repairing complex systems rather than having to dispose of the entire system due to the lack of diagnosability.

Committee members are encouraged to send Steve Pateras any additional justifications. The goal is to compile and document a comprehensive list of justifications/motivations that will serve to gain the interest and mindshare of industry management in our efforts.
