- Ron noted at one of his prior companies, they developed their own boundary scan tools within the group, but then found that purchasing the tools from a 3rd party vendor made more cost effective sense.

- Suggestion made to modify the online Survey to include “Services” as an option/offering.

***Ron made a good suggestion/feedback, that we may need to have more than just a letter and the website presence to establish corporate sponsorships.  We may require a presentation of the mission and benefits, to indicate why a corporate sponsor should be willing to put money into TMAG.

- As Scott mentioned, similar to ITC, a power point presentation could be made available, where the slides can be customized for the particular company, and it can be used as a tool to promote WHY internal to a company the need to join/sponsor TMAG is there.
